Position overview

progression, and teamwork. Successful applicants would work as a team, with direction from the
HRC Head Coach and HRC Board of Directors (the Board) to provide effective coaching in a
welcoming and safe environment.

» Ensure all safety policies and procedures are being adhered to

» Communicate effectively with the Head Coach, other staff and volunteers regarding athlete
development, program delivery, safety concerns, equipment etc for the smooth, safe operation
of the programs

completed before beginning employment)

* RCA Learn-to-Row Certified or willingness to work toward certification

* Prior experience as a rowing coach working with both junior and adult rowers is desirable

» Pleasure craft operator’s card (required before start of season)
